The Church on Mission: “The Spirit-empowered Ministry”
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Church – Consists of everyone, everywhere, who has a faith relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ.

Missional – Living for the mission of Christ to see people love God, love others and become disciple-makers.

Spirit-led – Living daily relying on the Spirit as we learn from Scripture how to leave our old life behind and walk in our new life in Christ.
