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I.  Confident in Christ Jesus. (Romans 8:1-4)


Condemnation – Judgement, punishment and rejection.


II. Confident in the Holy Spirit. (Romans 8:5-15)


Fleshly living – Living as though Christ is not satisfying while living for lesser satisfactions.


III.  Confident with suffering. (Romans 8:16-17)


Heirs – One who inherits riches, privileges and responsibilities.

“For is has been granted to you that for the sake of Christ you should not only believe in him but also suffer for his sake.”  Philippians 1:29


IV.  Confident with all the groaning! (Romans 8:18-26)


Groaning – Expressing deep longing due to hurt, disappointment, or prolonged difficulty.

Hope – Confidently expecting we will eventually receive all that God has promised in Jesus.
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
